Up, In & Out

As we see in the Gospels, Jesus had three great loves and thus three
distinct dimensions to his life:

o UP: Deep and connected relationship to his Father and
aftentiveness to the leading of the Holy Spirit.

o IN: Constant investment in the relationships with those around Him
(disciples).

o OUT: Entering info the brokenness of the world, looking for a
response individually (people coming into a relationship with Jesus
and his Father) and communally in our broader culture.

This three-dimensional pattern for living a balanced life is evident
throughout scripture and needs fo be expressed individually and in
community life.
